When I woke up this morning, I looked at myself
in the mirror and saw my hair all wiry and frazzled up. "My skin was all wrinkled and
pasty, my eyes were blood-shot and bugging out, and I look pale as a corpse,

What’s wrong with me Doctor?" The doctor looks her over for a couple of minutes, then
calmly says, "Well, I can tell you that there nothing wrong with your eyesight."

A USA Today poll found only 56% of American parents teach honesty to their children.
What do the other 44% teach?

That just goes against the constitution of our great country.

And against the constitution of our very soul



And the very nature of our creator.

A storm is breaking over America because

We have a broken scale of justice.

America is teaching us to be suspect of every phone call.,

Every business deal,

Every email and hacker is seeking to steal our identity.

The honesty and integrity

Of “what you see is what you get”

That a handshake is good enough.

That we can turn our backs without fear.

Jesus addresses this with the people.

Jesus said:

I. TRUTH SETS THE SOUL FREE

AT the Jews who had believed him, Jesus said, "'If you hold to my teaching, you are
really my disciples. ¥*Then you will know the truth, and the truth will set you free."
If you continue in my word,

Hold to the truth.

To hold is to hold on.

To endure

To persist.

When I was growing up on the farm

My brother and I played a lot in the hay loft of our barn.

We had this rope and pulley system that brought hay into the barn
That rope made a great swing.

But we learned one thing that

You had better hold as you rode it all the way out and back.
Because if you let go you fell a long way.

The consequence could be broken bones.

It is not enough to receive God's word of truth-

we must hold on to it.

We must retain and walk in it.

To do that we must read it and study it.

Jesus said: only then will you be a genuine disciple.

"If you love me, you will obey what I command. John 14:15
Apostle John writes:



We know that we have come to know him if we obey his commands. 4The man who
says, "I know him," but does not do what he commands is a liar, and the truth is not
in him. I John 2:3-4

Jesus was now talking to those who were just converted.
They had heard his single sermon

And they had believed.

They had had no time to test their faith.

Jesus was saying don’t trust your feelings,

If your faith is true and real, then it should produce
obedience to my commandments.

Truth is the fruit that sets the Christian free.

The Jews had a proverb

"That no man was free, but he who exercised himself in the meditation of the law."
But Jesus was saying that

It is not God law that sets us free but God’s son.

“I am the way, the truth, and the life, the way to total freedom.

If you know the truth then the truth will set you free.

John Wesley thought telling the truth was so important for his soul that he said:
I would not tell one lie to save the souls of all the world. - John Wesley

Pauls writes to Romans

Are we any different as Christian today

When we cast judgment on new believers

Because we have so quickly forgotten what we were.
Where we were.

As slaves to sin.

Like the President of Iran saying the Holocaust of the Jews didn’t happen.
When we get away from the truth,

We come under the influence of the spirit of falsehood and error

We will say anything to save ourselves

No matter how ridiculous or far from the truth it may be.

The Pharisees used Abraham to show that as God’s children.

Their spirits were never in bondage.

They didn’t need Jesus.

HJesus replied, ''I tell you the truth, everyone who sins is a slave to sin. John 8:34
They said We are children of Abraham.

We are free.

Jesus says: :

31 know you are Abraham's descendants. Yet you are ready to kill me, because you
have no room for my word. I am telling you what I have seen in the Father's
presence, and you do what you have heard from your father. " "' John 8:34-

You may be descendents of Abraham,
But you are now slaves of another father.
You are living in darkness of sin and death.

Jesus tries to reach them.

You say you are Abrahams Children,

Then why are you

As it is, you are determined to kill me, a man who has told you the truth that I heard
from God. Abraham did not do such things. *!You are doing the things your own
father does." John 8:40-41

They protest,
We’re religious people



We love God.
2Jesus said to them, ""If God were your Father, you would love me, for I came from
God and now am here. I have not come on my own; but he sent me. John 8:42

Then Jesus shows us how sin really affect us.

He says:

LWhy is my language not clear to you? Because you are unable to hear what I say.
John 8:43

Here Jesus makes one last attempt to reach them.

Jesus says: You are in a dangerous position.

#Y ou belong to your father, the devil, and you want to carry out your father's
desire. He was a murderer from the beginning, not holding to the truth, for there is
no truth in him. When he lies, he speaks his native language, for he is a liar and the
father of lies. John 8:44:

Like father like son.

Jesus pleads,

Don’t let Satan keep you in darkness.

Jesus says the proof of it is in their evil hearts,

He who belongs to God hears what God says. The reason you do not hear is that
you do not belong to God." John 8:47

At this point they shout that he is demon possessed
And they actually want to stone him.

But Jesus walks away.

Sometimes in our lives no matter what we do or how hard
We try to reach our children, our neighbors, or our family,
And they won’t listen
